Short-term Dryness

During the October 1% — 7™ observation period moderate rainfall totals were observed across much of
Hispaniola. Rainfall was suppressed in northern Artibonite department, in the Ouest and Sud- Est departments,
and parts of southeastern Dominican Republic. According to TRMM, approximately 1 — 10 mm of rainfall was
observed in those areas. Elsewhere, rainfall totals ranged from as low as 10 mm to 75 mm +.

Light-to-moderate rains, ranging from 5 — 30 mm, are expected across the island for the October 8" — 14™
observation period.
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
