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  A favorable week of rains in the southern departments of Haiti. 

During the October 15th – 21st observation period moderate rainfall totals were observed throughout much of Haiti.  In the 
northern departments and throughout the Dominican Republic lighter totals were observed.  Rainfall totals surpassing 50 
mm fell in the Sud-est department of Haiti where extended dryness on the ground has had impacts.   
 
Another week of moderate rains is expected in Haiti during the October 22nd – 28th observation period.
