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  Light to moderate rainfall is expected across Hispaniola during the next seven days after several weeks of dry weather.   

 

 

 

 

During the past seven days, seasonable dryness was experienced across Hispaniola. Limited amounts of precipitation (< 10 mm) were 
observed across southern portions of Haiti and the Dominican Republic while the rest of the island observed little to no rainfall. While 

light precipitation and dry conditions are expected during the winter months across Hispaniola, marginal rainfall deficits (20 to 50 mm) 
have developed during the past thirty days throughout Haiti and the Dominican Republic. However, these deficits are not expected to 
hinder winter cropping activities. For the next week, models forecast a slight increase in precipitation with most locations receiving 5-10 
mm. The heaviest precipitation is expected across southern Haiti and the eastern portion of the Dominican Republic where moderate 
rainfall totals (10-30 mm) are forecast. 
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
