Hazards Impacts Assessment for Hispaniola 

April 14 – April 20, 2011 
 

 
 

 Moderate rainfall is expected across much of Hispaniola during the next week.  

 

 

 

During the last week, light to moderate rainfall (5-20 mm) was recorded across much of Haiti and the Dominican Republic. The heaviest 
precipitation (10-20 mm) was observed across southern Haiti and central Dominican Republic. This marked the third consecutive week 
of seasonal rainfall over southern Haiti. In general, normal precipitation totals were observed across Hispaniola. Thirty-day rainfall 
anomalies, though, indicate slightly below-normal precipitation totals. For the next seven days, models forecast moderate rainfall (20-40 
mm) across much of Hispaniola with the highest rainfall totals (>50 mm) expected over southeastern Haiti and central portions of the 
Dominican Republic. The increase in moisture is likely to help erode the slightly negative, thirty-day rainfall anomalies across local areas 
in Hispaniola and improve cropping conditions.  
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
