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Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook

April 19 – April 25, 2012 

 

 Forecasts indicate that Hispaniola could receive reduced rainfall during the next seven days.  

 

 

Hispaniola has continued to receive above-average rainfall, with totals in excess of 100 mm in northern Dominican Republic over the 

past seven days. The torrential rains have resulted in flooding and landslides and hundreds of displaced people in many local areas of 
northern Dominican Republic. Meanwhile, light (< 20 mm) rainfall was recorded across much of Haiti, with the heaviest (> 40 mm) 
rainfall observed over portions of the Ouest department. Although increased rainfall is expected during April, accumulated rainfall 
since the start of the month to date has already been above-average and has accounted for more than 300 percent of the average 
across the eastern half of Haiti and much of the Dominican Republic. For next week, however, reduced (< 20 mm) rainfall is forecast 
over much of Hispaniola, except across central and northern Dominican Republic, where moderate showers and thunderstorms could 
still occur due to frontal passages. Therefore, a slight chance for localized flooding still exists in the region. 
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
