During the past seven days, seasonable light precipitation was observed across Hispaniola. The highest rainfall totals (10-15mm)
were recorded across localized areas in northern Dominican Republic. Elsewhere, little to no rain was observed. Over the past

thirty-days, rains have been near-average in Haiti and the Dominican Republic, maintaining sufficient ground moisture for winter
cropping activities. Climatologically during January, rainfall is still expected across northern Hispaniola.

seasonably dry conditions (<10mm) are expected for much of Hispaniola. The heaviest precipitation (5-25mm) is forecast across
northern Haiti and northern Dominican Republic.
