During the past seven days, little to no rain (<10mm) fell across much of Hispaniola. The heaviest rain showers (5-20mm) were
observed across northeastern portions of the Dominican Republic. The overall light rains are typical for this time of year across
Hispaniola, although thirty-day and seasonal rainfall has been below-average across the island. However, even with below-
average thirty-day rainfall, vegetation conditions show no sign of degradation across Haiti and the Dominican Republic which is
indicative of adequate ground moisture for winter cropping activities. For the next week, dry conditions are expected to persist

across Haiti and western Dominican Republic, while light rains (5-15mm) are possible across eastern Dominican Republic. The
lack of rains across western Hispaniola will likely increase rainfall deficits.
