In spite of the concentration of heavy downpours over central Haiti and bordering western Dominican Republic, cumulative rainfall
was more widespread over Hispaniola during the past week. In Haiti, the torrential rains have left fatalities and flooding over local
areas of the Port-au-Prince region of the Ouest department. Meanwhile, moderate rains fell across the inland and along the
coastlines of Hispaniola. Over the past thirty days, while light rains have fallen over the Nord Ouest department of Haiti, helping
farmers to perform planting activities, the lack of rainfall has contributed to the persistence of rainfall deficits along the coasts of
the Island. The recent favorable spatial distribution of rainfall is expected to continue, which should help to reduce moisture
deficits across the dry portions of Hispaniola. During the next outlook period, widespread, moderate to locally heavy rains are
forecast over much of Hispaniola as tropical wave and accompanying atmospheric instability are expected to dominate the weather

conditions across the region. The forecast additional rains could exacerbate conditions on the ground and trigger flooding and
landslides over already-saturated areas across the Ouest department of Haiti.
