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Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook 

February 27 – March 5, 2014 
 

  A slight increase in rainfall was observed over Hispaniola during the past observation period. 

 

 

A slight increase in rainfall was observed over Hispaniola during the past seven days. Light rains reaching up to 25 mm were 
received along the northeastern coasts of the Dominican Republic, according to the Global Telecommunication System (GTS) 

measurements, while moderate to heavy rains were observed over central Haiti and bordering western Dominican Republic, 

based on the Tropical Rainfall Measurement Mission (TRMM) satellite estimates. Light rains also fell over the northern 
departments of Haiti. Little to no rainfall was, however, registered elsewhere. Rainfall anomalies over the past thirty days 

indicated surpluses over central Haiti and neighboring western Dominican Republic and persisting, small deficits along the 
northern coasts of the Island. Localized and sporadic rains during the past few weeks might have provided partial relief to 

dryness in northern Hispaniola as expanding positive anomalies in vegetation conditions were observed across the region during 
the recent period. For next week, reduced rains are forecast to continue over Hispaniola as high pressure systems are expected 

to dominate weather conditions. Little (< 10 mm) rains are forecast across the central and eastern parts of the Dominican 

Republic, and Haiti. Suppressed rainfall is expected elsewhere. The forecast continuation of limited rains during the next week is 
likely to sustain moisture deficits over the dry portions of Hispaniola.
