Temperatures:

Temperatures average 1 to 7 degrees C above-normal across most of the region
from October 12-18 except for extreme northern Kazakhstan where below-
normal temperatures were observed. Minimum temperatures fell below -5
degrees C during the past week across northern Kazakhstan. During the next
week, minimum temperatures could fall to -10 degrees C across northern

Kazakhstan with freezing temperatures spreading as far south as Turkmenistan
and Uzbekistan.

Precipitati

Widespread precipitation (10 — 28 mm) fell across the northern third of
Kazakhstan from October 12-18, while locally heavy rain (more than 50 mm) was
observed along the border of Afghanistan and Pakistan. Snowfall analysis
indicates that snow depths are increasing across the higher elevations of
