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  Enhanced rainfall continues over Hispaniola, relieving short term dryness and promoting crop development.     

During the last seven days, rainfall remained moderate to heavy but favorable throughout Hispaniola.  Weekly rainfall accumulations 
ranging between 25-50 mm were received in northern and central Haiti, with heavier amounts (>75mm) observed along the southern 
Haitian coastline. Although rainfall was marginally below-average during the first half of May, this past two weeks of precipitation has 
helped to improve developing moisture deficits and short-term dryness particularly throughout coastal areas of Haiti.  Precipitation 
forecasts indicate a continuation of favorable rainfall in the first week of June.  Rainfall amounts ranging between 50-75 mm are expected 
across central Hispaniola, with lesser amounts forecast along the northern and southern coastlines of Haiti.  
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
