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 Tropical Cyclone Tomas expected to produce heavy amounts of precipitation, potentially leading to flooding and landslides over many parts of 
western Hispaniola. 

During the last seven days, light to fair amounts of precipitation were received throughout many local parts of Hispaniola.  The 
highest rainfall (20-30mm) was observed in the southern departments of Haiti, with lighter rainfall totals ranging between 5-20mm 
observed throughout central and northern Haiti.  Over the last 30 days, precipitation has been moderately suppressed, with 
negative rainfall anomalies ranging between -50 and -100mm observed across much of Hispaniola.  Due to the timing and 
magnitude of this late season dryness, these moisture deficits are not expected to impede cropping activities in November.   A 
developing tropical storm in the southern Caribbean is expected to bring a pronounced increase in rainfall over western Hispaniola 
during the next seven days.  The onset of Tropical Storm or Hurricane Tomas will likely make landfall over southwestern Hispaniola, 
bringing heavy amounts of precipitation, and increase the risk for flooding as well as landslides particularly in the higher elevations.
