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= Another week of little to no observed rainfall across Hispaniola is expected to help many local areas in Haiti recover from flooding and
saturated ground conidtions associated with Hurricane Tomas several weeks ago.
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During the last seven days, minimal amounts of precipitation were received across the Dominican Republic and Haiti. The highest
weekly rainfall accumulations (5-10mm) were observed along the southern Hispaniola coastline, and in some local areas in the western
departments of Haiti. The suppression of rainfall during the past two weeks followed a period of anomalously heavy rainfall associated
with the passage of Hurricane Tomas earlier this month. This dryness is expected to continue to help mitigate areas affected by
flooding and overly saturated ground conditions in Haiti. Precipitation forecasts indicate some persistence in the dry conditions
throughout Hispaniola throughout the end of November, with the possibility of locally higher rainfall in northeastern Hispaniola during
the next seven days.
