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= After light precipitation during the previos week, Moderate rainfall is expected across Hispaniola during the next week.
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During the past week, little to no precipitation was observed across Haiti and the Dominican Republic as less than 10 mm of rain was
recorded. The lack of rainfall during the past seven days followed two weeks of above-average rain that had helped to reduce and
eliminate rainfall deficits that had developed over the past thirty days. Precipitation anomalies over Hispaniola during the past thirty days
remain neutral to positive with the largest rainfall surpluses located over eastern Haiti and western Dominican Republic. While the lack
of rainfall during the past week has not helped dry cropping areas in Hispaniola, forecasts for the next week indicate a return of
moderate to heavy rain across Haiti and the Dominican Republic with the highest rainfall totals (20-40mm) focused over southern Haiti
and central Dominican Republic.
