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Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook 
For USAID / FEWS-NET 
June 30 – July 6, 2011 

 

 Moderate rain was observed across much of Hispaniola during the past week. 

 

 

During the past seven days, moderate rain (10-40 mm) was observed across much of Hispaniola. The heaviest precipitation (> 50 
mm) was recorded across central Haiti during the beginning of the previous observation period. After the initial rainfall during the 
beginning of last week, rains have been limited across Hispaniola with only localized moderate rain showers (10-20 mm) occurring 
over central portions of the Dominican Republic. Due to previous weeks of heavy rainfall and the near-average rainfall totals observed 
across Hispaniola during the past couple of weeks, moderate to strong thirty-day rainfall surpluses (50-200 mm) exist across Haiti 
and the Dominican Republic. However, rainfall across northern Haiti during the previous two weeks has been limited which has 
caused some dryness concerns. For the next week, moderate rain (10-40 mm) is again expected across much of Hispaniola. The 
heaviest rain (> 50 mm) is forecast over the eastern Dominican Republic with much of the rainfall expected to occur late in the 
upcoming observation period.
