Short-term Dryness

Drought

During the past seven days, moderate to heavy (30-50mm) rains have prevailed across central Haiti and northwestern Dominican
Republic. The heaviest (> 100mm) rainfall was observed in the Ouest and portions of Centre and Artibonite departments of Haiti
during the past week. This has brought above-average rainfall and has turned the moisture deficits that have resulted from
insufficient rainfall during the previous month into mild rainfall surpluses in the region during the past thirty days. However, many
local areas of the Artibonite, Centre, and much of the southern departments have experienced dry conditions during the past thirty
days. Rainfall forecasts during the next week, however, suggest localized heavy (> 50mm) rains, which should help to neutralize the
thirty-day moisture deficits in central Haiti and the southern departments. The continuation of sufficient rains during the next week
should help to provide favorable moisture to late-planted crops and help farmers to prepare their lands for the next crop cycle.
