Moderate to heavy (30-50mm) rains have continued over Haiti during the past seven days. The heaviest (> 50mm) rains were
observed across the Centre and Nord-Est departments, bordering the Dominican Republic. Abundant (> 50mm) rains were also
recorded across portions of the Ouest, L'Artibonite, and Nord-Est departments of Haiti during the past week. However, light (<
20mm) rainfall was observed over the Nord-Ouest, Grand-Anse, Nippes, and Sud departments of the country. This has helped to
maintain the thirty-day rainfall deficits over those regions, whereas thirty-day rainfall surpluses have now been observed over the
Centre and Nord departments of Haiti. Reports have indicated that rainfall has overall been fairly adequate over Haiti since the

beginning of the second rainfall season and has provided sufficient moisture for cropping activities. For the upcoming seven days, the
return of heavy (> 50mm) rains is forecast across Haiti, with the heaviest (> 150mm) rains across the southern Peninsula.
