Short-term Dryness

Drought
After two consecutive weeks of moderate to locally heavy rains across Hispaniola, rains over the past seven days were light (< 10
mm) across much of Haiti and the Dominican Republic. The highest rainfall totals (10-20 mm) were observed in central Dominican
Republic and across localized regions around Port-au-Prince in Haiti. However, heavier rains in prior weeks have led to moderate,
positive thirty-day rainfall anomalies (20-50 mm) over most of Hispaniola. Some areas around Port-au-Prince in Haiti and the
northeastern portion of the Dominican Republic, though, have recorded below-average rain during the past thirty days leading to 20
to 100 mm rainfall deficits. In general, ground conditions are sufficient for cropping across Haiti even though rainfall has been limited

during the past week. For the next week, models forecast moderate rain (20-50 mm) across the southern coastline of Hispaniola and
central and northeastern Dominican Republic with light to moderate rain (5-15 mm) expected in northern Haiti.
