During the past seven days, seasonably light rain showers were observed across Hispaniola. The showers (5-10mm) were mostly
located over northeastern portions of the Dominican Republic and central Haiti, while dry conditions prevailed elsewhere in the
Dominican Republic and Haiti. The lack of rainfall is not uncommon for January across Hispaniola. Climatologically, rainfall is light
during this time of year. During the past thirty-days, rainfall has been slightly below-average across the island. The slightly below-
average thirty-day rains follow an early end to the wet season in November and December. The poor end of season had caused
poor ground conditions and reduced bean crop vyields in the Monte Cristi, Puerto Plata and Barahona departments of northwestern
and southwestern Dominican Republic and the Nord-Est department of Haiti. The early end to seasonal rains has left soil moisture
and surface water levels abnormally low. For the next seven days, light rain (<10mm) is forecast for Hispaniola. The heaviest
showers (5-15mm) are expected across localized areas in southwestern/northwestern Haiti and eastern Dominican Republic.
