Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook 

January 19 – 25, 2017 
 

 Light rains prevailed over the last 7 days and should continue into next week.  
 

A seasonally dry pattern prevailed during the last week. A few light showers were observed over the island. Satellite 

estimates indicate a small area of more moderate rainfall in the Gulf of Gonâve, where up to 25mm fell. This is a typical 

pattern for January; consequently no rainfall anomalies were observed for the week. Some small, but diminishing, rainfall 
anomalies still appear over the previous month or so, mainly in the northern and western areas. The vegetation indices 

are in decent agreement that conditions on the ground are good to very plush for many areas. Some minor stress is 
observed along the northern coast of the Dominican Republic, as well as in a couple central provinces. Forecast models 

indicate seasonally light and widely scattered rain showers are likely during the next week. The greatest chances for rain 
will be found in the eastern half of Hispaniola.  
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
