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Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook  

 September 12-18, 2019 
 

 Below-normal rainfall has been observed over Hispaniola 

  

A deficit between 25 to 35mm has been registered last week throughout Hispaniola. The last thirty days anomaly shows 
a substantial decrease over the major part of Dominican Republic including the southern part of Haiti. The three months 
percent of normal rainfall shows between 25-50% deficit of rain over the southern part of Haiti and Dominican Republic 
including central and eastern Dominican Republic. A small portion of northwestern Haiti does observe below 50% of 
seasonal accumulation of rainfall. The vegetation has started to show lack of coverage in the southern Haiti and allover 
Dominican Republic. The standardized probability index has emphasized a negative 2 for the last thirty days over a large 
part of Dominican Republic and southern Haiti. For the coming week, the infra-red temperatures doses not show any 

visible rainfall increase over the seasonal performance. The postrera season starts with no hazards the coming week.
