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Flash flood has been reported over the northern part of Dominican Republic
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During the past week, the northern part of Dominican Republic has registered heavy rainfall between
100-300 mm. A significant amount which has provoked flash flood and serious damaged over the area.
The eastern coastal area of Dominican Republic has also reported more than 75 mm. The vegetation
health index has observed a favorable condition overall Hispaniola, especially over the eastern part of
Dominican Republic where an abnormal below-average rainfall was developing for the past three
weeks. Another front is expected to hit the northern part of Hispaniola this coming weekend which will
15°N increase the actual saturated ground water leading to future flash flood and landslides; and aggravate
the livelihood in the area for the coming outlook period.
