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Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook  

 April 1 – April 7, 2021 
  

 The island received widespread light to moderate rains this past week. 
                      

During the last week of March, most of Hispaniola received light to moderate rains. Rainfall totals of 5-25mm 
were prevalent, while some locations in eastern Dominican Republic and the southern Peninsula of Haiti received 
more than 25mm according to satellite estimates. The rainfall pattern was slightly wetter than normal for late 
March with small positive anomalies along southern portions of the island. The moderate rains in eastern 
Dominican Republic were well needed. After the recent rainfall during the past 2 weeks, rainfall deficits present 
for the past few months have been erased on both the 30-day and 90-day times scales. 30-day rainfall 
anomalies are positive over most of the island, indicating good moisture conditions as the calendar flips to April.   
An analysis of NDVI anomaly on the island shows vegetation health lagging behind improved rainfall in several 
areas. However, conditions are expected to improve quickly. VHI shows more favorable health across a wider 
portion of the island. During the outlook period, light to moderate rainfall amounts typical for the time of year of 
are expected. Some areas are likely to receive more than 25mm.
