Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook
01 July — 07 July 2021
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Torrential rainfall is expected across southern Hispaniola from two tropical depressions by the end of the week
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During the past week, many parts over southern Haiti received beneficial rainfall. As much as 50mm of rain or more
was observed in central Haiti extended to the northwestern part of Dominican Republic according to satellite rainfall
estimates. Meanwhile, continued suppressed rainfall was observed throughout the northern and eastern part of
16°N- Pominican Republic. Long-term dryness during the past 90-day period is most acute across the northwestern part of
Dominican Republic according to the Vegetation Health Index (VHI). The pattern has led to the degradation of
ground conditions, abnormal dryness, and drought. VHI indicates very poor vegetation health in many local areas in
Hispaniola. Additional products such as the Water Requirement Satisfaction Index (WRSI) and the Soil Water Index
(SWI) show inadequate soil moisture for crops in the same areas. During the outlook period, the GEFS ensembles
15°N indicate that below normal rainfall is expected across Haiti and northern Dominican Republic. Heavy rainfall is
expected across southern Dominican Republic by the end of the week.
