Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook  

     12 – 18 August 2021 
  

 Tropical Storm Fred forecast to move across and impact the Dominican Republic and Haiti over the next 24 hours 
                      

During early August, the bulk of the rainfall was once again received over much of Haiti, where moderate to 

heavy rains fell. In contrast, reduced amounts were recorded over the Dominican Republic. Over the past thirty 
days, while moisture deficits were partially reduced over northern Haiti due to the past two weeks’ increased 
rains, drier-than-average conditions persisted throughout northern Hispaniola. Over the past ninety days, below-

average seasonal rainfall was registered over the northern and eastern portions of the Island following a poor 
and uneven rainfall distribution. In contrast, above-average seasonal rainfall was recorded over the southern 

Haitian Peninsula and parts of southern Dominican Republic. 
During the next week, Tropical Storm Fred, located off the south east coasts of the Dominican Republic at the 
time of writing, is expected to track west northwestward to make landfall over southeastern Dominican Republic 

and move across northern Haiti through Thursday. Although this Tropical system may weaken upon landfall, the 
associated strong winds and heavy rains could still lead to massive damages and hazards over many areas. 

Hence, a Tropical Cyclone hazard is posted over much of the Island.
