 Dry conditions to persist and likely to exacerbate drought over northern Hispaniola during the next week 
                       

During late August, while light to moderate rains fell over the southern half of Haiti, little to no rainfall was 
registered elsewhere. Consequently, rainfall accumulation over the past thirty and ninety days indicated 
persisting large moisture deficits over the northern portions of Haiti and the Dominican Republic. Since June, 

cumulative rainfall accounted for 25 – 50 percent of the average only over northeastern Haiti and northwestern 
Dominican Republic. Conversely, seasonal moisture surpluses were observed over southern Hispaniola over the 
past thirty and ninety days. This wetness was also associated with the recent passage of Tropical system near 

Hispaniola. 
During the next week, model rainfall forecasts suggest that drier conditions, with mostly little to light rains, are 

to continue over the Island. The forecast limited rains could exacerbate drought and negatively impact cropping 
activities over many local areas over the dry portions of Hispaniola. However, moderate rains are possible over 
the Ouest Department of central Haiti and parts of western Dominican Republic.
