▪ An expansion of drought conditions has been observed across northern Hispaniola during the past week 

                       

Last week, according to the estimated satellite rainfall, 5-10mm of rainfall prevailed across the southern part of Haiti while its 
northern and central part has recorded 10-25mm of rainfall. Between 25-50mm of rainfall prevailed across northwestern 
Dominican Republic while showers have been observed across the remaining area of the country. This long-term moisture 
deficit across northern Hispaniola has exacerbated drought which could continue through the month of September with less 
chance of recovery. The evapotranspiration anomaly is showing less than 50% of evapotranspiration value across northern 
Hispaniola which suggest a poor vegetation coverage over the area, while the remaining area of Hispaniola is still showing 
more than 50%.  
During the coming week, a below normal is expected over Hispaniola. This continuation of below normal rainfall will negatively 
impact cropping activities over many local areas across the northern part of Hispaniola and would likely continue to be an 
ongoing threat for cropping activities over its surrounding areas.
