This past week suppressed rain prevailed across northern and central Haiti while its southern part showed
seasonable rain. Between 10-25mm above normal rain prevailed across far northern Dominican Republic while its
central and eastern part remained 10-25mm below normal rainfall for several past weeks. The past 30-day
performance showed an accentuation of moisture deficit across central and eastern Dominican Republic, and central
Haiti. Despite that a slight increase of rainfall was observed across the northern part of Dominican Republic, the
drought caused significant loss of crop and considerably reduced chances of recovery across the area. Growing
vegetation was observed across southern Dominican Republic, southern and some local area over the central part of
Haiti according to the vegetation health index. During the outlook period, below normal rainfall is expected across
northern Hispaniola while above normal rainfall is expected across eastern and southern Dominican Republic and
southern Haiti.
