From mid-August to present, much of Hispaniola received below-average rainfall, with cumulative amounts 

below 80 percent of the average. The largest deficits were observed over central Dominican Republic, where 
seasonal totals ranged between 25 – 50 percent of the average. From mid-October to date, drier-than-average 
conditions also continued, with very low rainfall totals accounting for less than 50 percent of the average over 

many areas, including northwestern and parts of southwestern Haiti, northern, central, southern, and eastern 
portions of the Dominican Republic. During the past seven days, suppressed rainfall dominated over the Island, 

maintaining dryness across many areas. As a result, a poor vegetation status was depicted over northwestern, 
central, and southern Haiti, northwestern, southern, and east-central Dominican Republic, according to an 
analysis of the most recent crop performance model products. During this upcoming outlook period, reduced 

rain and drier-than-average conditions are forecast to continue over Hispaniola, which may worsen ground 
conditions and further deteriorate cropping activities over many local areas.
