Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook
25 November — 1 December 2021
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Dry conditions have worsened as suppressed rainfall persisted over Hispaniola.
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During the past week, suppressed rainfall prevailed over Hispaniola. The continued lack of rain has
strengthened short-term moisture deficits across much of the Island. Thirty-day cumulative rainfall accounted
for well below 50 percent of the average over many areas. Over the long-term, this past ninety-day seasonal
. rainfall was underperforming. While rainfall totals were below 80 percent of the average across Haiti and the
16°N1  Dominican Republic, the lowest (< 50 percent) accumulation was observed over central Dominican Republic.
Due to an erratic distribution in rainfall since August, degraded and well below-average vegetation conditions
were depicted over areas of central and northern Haiti, and northwestern Dominican Republic, according to
recent vegetation analyses.

During the outlook period, while moderate rains are possible along the northern coasts of Hispaniola, little to

light rains are forecast elsewhere. The forecast limited moisture is likely to maintain dry conditions, possibly

15°N1 worsening ground conditions and reducing crop yields over many local areas.
