Climate Prediction Center’s Hispaniola Hazards Outlook  

    2 – 8 December 2021 
  

 Scattered moderate rains observed over northern Haiti and northern Dominican Republic during the past week 
                      

During late November, limited rains prevailed over Hispaniola. However, scattered moderate rains were 
received over northern Haiti and northern Dominican Republic. While this past week’s observed rainfall was 

near-average, this past month’s situation showed worsening drier-than-average conditions. Moisture deficits 
dominated over the Island, where the percent of average rainfall ranged between 5 – 50 percent of the 
average. Conditions since late August also exhibited a poor seasonal performance with cumulative amounts 

ranging between 50 – 80 percent of the average. As a result, widespread moisture stress and wilting conditions 
were shown over much of Hispaniola, based on the latest soil water index product. 
For next week, dry conditions are expected to continue over Hispaniola, according to numerical model 

forecasts. Therefore, dryness and drought are likely to continue or even worsen. However, light to locally 
moderate rains are possible to the north due to the forecast passage of troughs and frontal boundaries.
