
Note: The Hazards outlook map is based on current weather/climate information, short and medium-range weather forecasts (up to 1 week), sub-seasonal forecasts up to 4 weeks, and assesses the potential impact of extreme events on crop and 

pasture conditions. Shaded polygons are added in areas where anomalous conditions have been observed and predicted to continue during the outlook period. The boundaries of these polygons are only approximate at the spatial scale of the map.

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Light rainfall is expected acroos Hispaniola during the next week. 

During last week, suppressed rainfall dominated Haiti and the Dominican Republic, except in northern coasts where light to locally moderate 

rainfall was received. Over the past 30 days, Hispaniola registered slightly below-average rainfall, with deficits ranging between 10-25 m. 

Moisture deficits between 25-50 mm were, however, observed in the Ouest Department and a portion of the Haitian’s Southern Peninsula. In 

contrast, over the past 90 days, most areas in Haiti and the Dominican Republic showed wetter-than-average conditions, with cumulative rainfall 

between 200-400% of the average. 

 

For next week, light (10-25 mm) rainfall is forecast across Haiti and northern Dominican Republic. In terms of anomalies, in northwestern Haiti 

light above-average conditions are expected, while light below negative conditions are forecast in eastern Dominican Republic. The light rainfall 

anticipated across Hispaniola might help to maintain adequate conditions for agricultural activities in many local areas in the region.
