During the last 7 days, rainfall total ranged from 10 mm to 50 mm in southern Hispaniola. However, negative anomalies dominated in central
Haiti and the western and eastern Dominican Republic. Hurricane Beryl brought heavy wins and floods in southern Haiti and southern Dominican
Republic. Meanwhile, over the past 30 days, dryer-than-average conditions were observed in central Haiti, with anomalies ranging broadly from
100 mm to 200 mm. Further, over the past 90 days, Haiti registered cumulative rainfall deficits between 25-80 percent of the average. In addition,
according to satellite analysis, vegetation health is still largely quite good across Hispaniola, even in Haiti, where rains have been relatively poor

recently.

The forecast suggests moderate rainfall between 25 mm to 50 mm in most areas of Haiti and the Dominican Republic, leading to slightly above-
average conditions in central and northern Haiti and the western Dominican Repubilic.

Note: The Hazards outlook map is based on current weather/climate information, short and medium-range weather forecasts (up to 1 week), sub-seasonal forecasts up to 4 weeks, and assesses the potential impact of extreme events on crop and
pasture conditions. Shaded polygons are added in areas where anomalous conditions have been observed and predicted to continue during the outlook period. The boundaries of these polygons are only approximate at the spatial scale of the map.
